
1 )  P R E P A R E  T O  A P P L Y :

The applicant must meet all of the following eligibility requirements:
• Must be age 18 or older with a high school diploma or equivalent; OR must be

enrolled as a junior or senior in a high school Career and Technical Education
program in the Education & Training Career Cluster.

• Provide documentation of current first aid and Adult/Child CPR certification and
blood-borne pathogen training (not included in 120 hours of training required
below).

• Three hours of program observation must be completed and documented.

• Complete 120 clock hours of formal training (community-based or college credit
training).*

• Complete 480 hours of work experience with youth in out-of-school time
programs within the last five years.

• Provide documentation of membership in the Michigan After-School Partnership
(MASP) or National Afterschool Association (NAA).

*T.E.A.C.H. can help cover cost of training taken for college credit.
